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EXECUTIVE SUMMARY 

A total of 30 appointments were held with applicants at the Homeowner Assistance Office 

in Baton Rouge.  The number of benefits calculated remained at 162,684 and the total 

number of closings held as of May 7 increased to124,092.  Cumulatively, homeowners 

returned 144,470 benefit options selection letters.
